Ascension Scrip Program

Mission: To help make catholic education affordable for parents by setting up an in-house tuition assistance program.  

Uses of money:  To assist with the next year's tuition by the personal use of gift cards.

All money generated in this program will be split 50/50 between the parent's accounts and the Tuition Assistance Program (T.A.P.).

Guidelines:  For those families who wish to participate in this program:  

1. 100%  of the earnings from the first order generated for each family will go directly to the family account.  All subsequent orders will be split 50/50 between the families and administration.

2. Each family is allowed to have as many individuals help them as they want.  The tracking of the funds will be by the name of the oldest child in the school.

3. If the family has an 8th grade student, they can elect to use the proceeds to help offset the cost of the 8th grade trip.  An accounting will be kept by the scrip office and a statement will be generated to the families in December.  The money will be allowed to accumulate until the final payment is due for the trip.

4. A case by case decision will be made for those families who wish to start saving for next year's Jr. K, Kindergarten program, or students new to our school.  By participating in this program, it is not a guarantee of a spot in the following year's class.

5. If a family chooses to leave, or not attend Ascension the following year, the proceeds will be transferred to the tuition assistance program (T.A.P.).

6. Each family will need to fill out an application to participate.  Part of the application will be a waiver of respsonsibility which will release Ascension from any liability for lost or misplaced certificates/cards.  These forms will be kept on file in the scrip office.

 Kroger Gift Card Program

Mission:  To assist families with the registration process of enrolling their children in our school and to add money to the general fund.

Uses of Money:  Proceeds from this program are broken down into 6 month intervals.  From January to June the money is designated for the book bill portion of registration which is held in August.  From July to December the money in designated for the pre-registration fee which is payable in late January.  

1. Each family is allowed to earn the amount which will be needed to meet the bill for each of the two registration periods.  Anything above this amount will be transferred to the general fund.

2. Each family is allowed to have as many individuals help them as they want.  The tracking of the funds will be by the name of the oldest child in the school.

3. Anyone may designate a student or the parish for their funds.

4. Currently, Kroger pays Ascension 4% of all money added to the gift cards.  The money is split 75/25 between the families and parish. 

5. The Kroger money will also be allowed to be used to offset the cost of the 8th grade trip.  If this is the parent's choice, the money will accumulate from July until the final payment is due for the trip.  The accounting for this will be tracked by the scrip office and a statement will be generated to the families in December.
