They said it was Caesar's (the Roman
emperor's,) so Jesus told them, "Then repay to
Caesar what is Caesar's and to God what is
God's." He was telling them that they should
obey the rulers of the land, but also that they
should obey God.

We have two kinds of laws: God's laws and
the laws of our governments. Both are for our
own good, but God's laws are more important.
We should obey the government's laws as
long as they agree with God's laws, but we
must always obey God's laws. Can you think
of some laws that the government makes that
are for our good?
